The composer, who lives on a family-owned dairy farm, researched these
songs by spending hours in the milking barn. Her companions were 218
Holstein cows.

Gwyneth Walker is a resident of Braintree, Vermont and New Canaan,
Connecticut. She has been composing music all of her life.

Walker is a rarity among composers in supporting herself entirely by her
writing. Her catalog contains over ninety commissioned works for
orchestra, band, chorus and chamber ensembles.
